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As a Department of Defense contractor facility, Engineered Polymer Products (EPP) shall comply with government regulations regarding visitors and is obligated to verify citizenship or possession of a valid green card for individuals that will have access to facility spaces, other than conference rooms, and/or have discussions regarding U.S. Department of State controlled products or data.  

Verification of U.S. citizenship can be accomplished by an individual providing one of the following:  U.S. Passport (expired or unexpired), original or certified copy of a birth certificate issued by a state, county, municipal authority or outlying possession of the U.S. bearing an official seal, Certificate of U.S. Citizenship or Certificate of Naturalization.

Also accepted as proof of citizenship are Security Clearance Notifications provided by Security Offices of other government contractors.   

Verification of U.S. citizenship will be documented at EPP’s security guard office, so that it is a one-time occurrence that will not be repeated.  Until you are able to present verification of U.S. citizenship, your badge will indicate a requirement for an EPP employee escort during your entire visit or restricted access from certain locations in the facility, as well as to technical data on controlled products as defined by the International Traffic and Arms Regulations (ITAR). 

As a visitor or vendor, the time you spend at EPP may be limited to a conference room or the human resource office.

Further, no non-EPP owned camera, camera equipped cellular or PDA equipment is allowed inside EPP’s buildings.  Any such equipment must be stored in a vehicle.
